PROPOSED BY-LAW AMENDMENT

ARTICLE XII SECTION 3 NUMBER 3

3 If a Member sells his boat to another Member,
the new owner will be responsible for any new
charges that the boat may accrue after the date
of sale. Notification of the transfer of
ownership is required.

4 If a Member sells his boat to a non-member,
the new owner must remove the boat from the
club property within seven days. The Member
will be responsible for any charges accrued at
the non-member rate on the boat until it leaves
the Club Grounds or the Marina. It will be the
responsibility of the Member to notify the
Business Office of the sale and the name and
address of the Buyer

As you are more than aware by now, the 2008 Launch
is about to begin. Regular crews will be on hand to
assist you launching your boat from April 13" and
every weekend thereafter through May 31. Following
is a brief review of the process. [Editors Note: the
minutes show April 19" as the beginning date, April
13" was decided upon after the BOD meeting].

No telephone appointments can be made for weekend
launches. You must sign the Launch Sheet located on
the travel lift on the day you wish to put your boat in
the water. During the week, we have three additional
crews of volunteers to assist you:
Wednesday AM Larry McDermott (734) 675-5780
Wednesday PM  Jack Knutson (313) 303-4237
Thursday John Canevet (734) 676-1517

You may make an appointment with them in advance.
If you cannot make your appointed time, please extend
that lift operator the common courtesy of a second
phone call to cancel your appointment. For some
unknown mystical reason, this cancellation courtesy
did not occur with any regularity last year. You may
make an appointment with your own operator on
weekdays, but not on weekends.

Whether on the weekend, or during the week, you must
arrange for your own work crew to help you with your
boat, return the shoring and railroad ties to their
respective storage places. You are also responsible for
general site cleanup and any other related tasks that are
necessary. MAJOR REMINDER! The launch crew
that puts your boat in the water is not responsible,
nor are they obligated, to assist you with your site
cleanup.

As a result,
on June 9th we were able to turn a very clean lot over
to Grounds Director, Dick Synowiec, for the summer.

As in past years, | ordered two truckloads of gravel to
help with drainage where snow melt and spring
rainwater is settling. We will also use this to spread
around boats that are stored in low areas. The tractor
drivers can help if we have not gotten to it when you
need it.

Our hard-working plumbing crew will turn on the
water as soon as they are confident that the pipes will
not freeze.

You are responsible to put away your
materials the day of your launch. If you stored in the
parking lot or along the East basin, blocks and railroad
ties should be stacked neatly as to make a parking
barrier. In all other areas, materials should be stacked
in the area North of G road and West of the Pole Barn.
Shoring wood should be put back in the barrels behind
the fence on the west side of the Pole Barn. Jack
stands can be stacked neatly behind the Pole Barn and
cradles should be taken to the back of the FYC
property. The launch crews are assigned to help you
clean up YOUR EQUIPMENT. It is not solely their
job. And when you are launching during the week,
launch crews are not there so you need to do it yourself
or with your own crew.

The Spring Penalty Box has once again been posted on
the front page of the Signal Hoist. Please review your
duties as member/boat owner and follow launch/shoring
cleanup and marina protocol so you are not fined.

As always, feel free to give us your suggestions on what
can and needs to be done around the Club, and we will do
our best to assign it for work hours.

From the Controller. . .

This is the time of year that some of us get a little behind
in meeting our monthly dues obligation. Ford Yacht Club
has a very generous policy wherein if a member's account
is more than 90 days (three months) past due, a letter is
sent to that member requesting payment in full, or asking
if the member wishes to make arrangements to fulfill his
or her debt to the Club. You have five days after you
receive the letter to notify the Club of your decision.

If no action is taken or we do not hear from the member,
the General Business Committee will recommend
termination at the next Board meeting.

Making arrangements is not a bad thing. We do not report
the delinquency to anyone. It's an internal Club matter
and it's confidential. We do not post public notices of
delinquency as some clubs do.

We only ask that you adhere to any arrangements that
you make. We can stretch the balance owed out to three
or four months or more depending on the amount.
However, if for any reason you miss an arrangement
payment without prior notice to the Club Controller, we
will have no option but to terminate your membership.

Remember, we want you as a member, but it's up to you
to show intent. Just let us know and
arrangements can easily be made. All arrangements are
approved by the Controller.
