All owners of participating 
yachts will be responsible for having in effect during the above races, the proper liability protection necessary to insure against loss or damage of 
property and/or life for the safety of other competing yachts. I further agree to be bound by the Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions of US Sailing, 
and by the Race’s Sailing Instructions. I further agree that all yachts entered or racing shall be subject to the direction and control of the Ford Yacht Club 
Race Committee. The establishment of special regulations and/or instructions in no way limits or reduces the complete and unlimited responsibility of the 
owner or owner's representative.   

 

The safety of a yacht and its crew is the sole and inescapable responsibility of the skipper. It shall be the complete and unlimited responsibility of each 
skipper to decide whether to start, continue, or finish a race. Skippers must be a member of a yacht, sail club, or other organization affiliated with a 
national sailing authority. Crews who are competent and physically fit to face adverse conditions shall man all boats.

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 
 

RULES.   Except as modified by the sailing instructions, the sailing and management of this race will be 
governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the prescriptions of US SAILING, & the rules of the PHRF 
class. 
 
ENTRY. This race is open to all single-hulled yachts whose skippers are members of a yacht club. Each yacht 
shall have insurance with $100,000 bodily injury and $50,000 property damage and safety equipment as 
required by the United States Coast Guard. The entry fee is $30.00. A completed entry form, entry fee, and a 
current rating certificate must be received at the starting-end boat club no later than Saturday, June 28th 8:00 
a.m. 
 
SKIPPER'S MEETING.   Meeting will be held Saturday, June 28th, at 8:30 a.m. by the outdoor grill at the 
club hosting the race.  Class splits will be available at the end of the meeting. 
 
START. The race will be started using RRS Rule 26, with classes starting in five-minute intervals using this 
sequence: 
 

Class Shape Time Sound 

JAM -Warning Yellow Raised 10:25 a.m. Horn 

JAM- Start Yellow Lowered,  White Raised 10:30 a.m. Horn 

Spinnaker- Start White Lowered 10:35 a.m. Horn 
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COURSE.  This is a fixed mark course to be sailed, by all classes, as follows: 
 
If the year is odd: 

Leave all marks to Port. The Start is just southeast of La Plaissance channel R-2 between the mast of the 
yacht flying the RC flag and the MBC race mark N (41 51.07' N. 83 21.92'W). Leave MBC race mark E (41 
49.67'N. 83 20.05'W) to Port. Leave Raisin River outer buoy R-2 to port.  Keep East of the Detroit River 
Light and the Channel marks D24 through D32.  Finish between the mast of the yacht flying the RC flag and 
the WSSC N race buoy  (42° 02.80’ N  83° 06 .479’ W). 

 
If the year is even: 

Leave all marks to Starboard. The Start is between the mast of the yacht flying the RC flag and the WNATR 
N race buoy (42° 02.80’ N  83° 06. 479’ W). Proceed south and keep East of the Channel marks D32 through 
D24 and the Detroit River Light. Continue south leaving the Raisin River outer buoy R-2 to Starboard. Leave 
MBC race mark E (41 49.67'N. 83 20.05'W) to Starboard. Finish between the mast of the yacht flying the RC 
flag and the MBC race mark N (41 51.07' N. 83 21.92'W). 

 
TIME LIMIT. There will be no time limit for this race. 
 
SHORTENED COURSE.  The Race Committee may choose to shorten the course if, in their opinion, the race 
will not be completed in a reasonable time. A shortened course will be designated by the Race Committee boat 
flying a red shape and stationed at one of the marks of the course.  In the event of a shortened course, the finish 
will be between the Race Committee boat and the course mark. The rated distance of the course will be adjusted 
to reflect the change. 
 
PROTESTS.   Protests must be filed in writing on an official protest form and submitted to the Race 
Committee within one hour of the return of the Race Committee boat to MBC or FYC or of the return of your 
yacht to the dock, whichever time is longer. Protesting yachts shall notify the Race Committee upon finishing of 
their intent to protest. Include the sail number(s) of the yacht(s) being protested. 
 
The Two Turn Rule, RRS #44.2, is modified so that a 360° Turn Penalty is acceptable to exonerate oneself from 
a violation of the RRS part 2 rules. 
 
SCORING . The Low Point scoring system, Rule A4, will apply. 
 
RADIO COMMUNICATION.  The Race Committee will monitor VHF channel 7l.  Any yacht withdrawing 
from the race shall contact the Race Committee boat by any means, including VHF channel 71.  The MBC 
Harbor Master will monitor channel 69 for boats wishing to dock prior to, or, after the race. 
 
NON-SPINNAKER YACHTS.  Non-spinnaker yachts may carry only one headsail at any one time, and that 
sail may be no larger than the largest headsail registered. Whisker poles may not be longer than the yacht's "J" 
dimension. 
 
AWARDS.   The Port-to-Port perpetual trophy shall be presented, on race day, to the Ford or Monroe yacht 
finishing with the best-corrected time. Flags will be awarded for first, second and third in each class at Ford 
Yacht Club’s Awards Night, on odd years; or Monroe boat club on even years.

Join us for this traditional race… all you need is yourself and your boat.  This is a single-handed event, which is 
always a good way to rejuvenate your adventurer spirit! 
 
This race is sailed in the open waters of Lake Erie, a good course that is sure to provide some good tacking and 
gibing action.  In the event of light wind, the course will be shortened so that you will be back at port in time for an 
afterglow on the FYC lawn. 
 

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 
 
RULES.   Except as modified by the sailing instruction, the sailing and management of the race will be governed 
by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the prescriptions of the US Sailing Association, and the rules of the PHRF-
LE class.   In addition, note the following special rules for the race: 

1. Outboards may not be removed. 
2. The yacht must have lifelines or jack-lines. 
3. A life jacket or harness must be worn at all times. 
4. Mandatory Coast Guard safety equipment is required. 

 
ENTRY.   This race is open to all single-hulled yachts that are members of a yacht or sail club.  The entry fee is 
$30.00; members of US Sailing will receive a $5.00 discount.  If the race is canceled by the race committee prior to 
the start of the last class, entry fees will be refunded. A completed entry form, PHRF certificate and entry fee must 
be received at Ford Yacht Club, in the race committee box located in the foyer, or online entry. 
 
SCHEDULE OF RACE. 
There will be a  Skippers meeting at 11:00AM at the Peg Spriggs pavilion near the gin pole, the day of the race.

Warning Yellow up 12:55 p.m. Horn 
Jam- start Yellow down White up 1:00 p.m. Horn 
Spin- start White down 1:05 p.m. Horn 

 

This is the projected sequence of the starts and times.  We will not start the sequence until all registered boats are in 
the starting vicinity.  If the number of entries is large enough, class splits will be in effect, but there will be only two 
starts. 
 
COURSE.   Boats use the WNATR course sheet utilizing the fixed buoys set in the Canadian waters east of the 
Livingston Channel.  Length of the course will depend on wind conditions and will be displayed by the race 
committee before the start of the race using the WNATR course numbering system.  Special note: all skippers 
should be aware of shallow water West of the shipping channel, and of shipping traffic. 
 
START AND FINISH.   The start and finish will be between the mast or staff displaying the R/C flag on the 
Committee Boat and the WNATR “N” (42 02.80 N 83 06. 479 W) buoy, except as provided in the coarse of a 
shortened course.  If a protection mark is present, it must be honored.

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SHORTENED COURSE.    A shortened course will be in effect if, in the judgement of the Race Committee, 
the race will not be completed in a reasonable amount of time.  The finish line for a shortened course will be 
designated by the presence of the R/C Boat, flying a red shape at a mark of the course.  The rated distance of the 
course will be adjusted to reflect the change. 
 
PROTESTS.    Protests must be filed in writing on an official protest form and submitted to the Race Committee 
within two hours of the return of the Race Committee Boat to the FYC grounds or of the return of your yacht to the 
dock, whichever time is longer. Protesting yacht shall notify the Race Committee, upon finishing, of their intent to 
protest. Include sail number(s) or other identification of the yacht(s) being protested. 
 
The Two Turn rule, RRS #44.2 is modified so that a 360° Turn Penalty is acceptable to exonerate oneself from a 
violation of the RRS part 44. 2 rules. 
 
SCORING.    Low Point Scoring System as listed in rule A4 will apply. 
 
RADIO COMMUNITCTIONS.    The Race Committee will monitor VHF channel 71.  Any yacht that 
withdraws from the race shall contact the Race Committee boat by any means including using VHF channel 71. 
 
NON-SPINNAKER YACHTS.    Yachts may carry only one headsail at any one time and that sail may be 
no larger than the largest headsail registered. 
 
CREW.   This is a solo race!  The maximum number of crew is 1, including the skipper.  The skipper is the crew!! 
 
SELF-STEERING MECHANISMS. 
A self-steering mechanism is allowed as long as it is not connected to any navigational aids and/or electronics. 
 
AFTERGLOW.   There will be an afterglow on the Ford Yacht Club grounds upon the return of the Race 
Committee Boat.  Beverages and snacks will be provided to the participants.  There will be a nominal fee for Non-
participants.  All who have entered are welcome to moor their boats in either harbor after the race for the afterglow.  
Please contact the Ford Yacht Club Harbor Master via VHF channel 71. 
 
AWARDS.    The announcement of the winners will be done at the afterglow.  Flags will be awarded, based on 
the number of starters.  Awards will be presented on November  8, 2008 at the FYC Awards night.

NOTICE OF RACE 
An event for small boats sailed off the Grosse Ile Yacht Club (GIYC) harbor with a series of several races. Bring your JY, Force 5, Laser, 
Sunfish, or other small day-sailer. We encourage all small boat designs to come join us. 
 

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 
RULES 
Except as modified by these sailing instructions, the sailing and management of these races will be governed by the Racing Rules of 
Sailing, the prescriptions of U.S. Sailing and the rules of the corresponding small boat class (as pertinent). 
 
ENTRY 
This race is open to all small hulled boats that are members of a yacht club. The entry fee is $20.00 U.S. A completed entry form must be 
received by 5:00 pm on Monday, June 30,2008. 
 
SKIPPERS MEETING 
A mandatory skipper’s meeting will be held by the GIYC small boat launch ramp at 5:15 pm Monday June 30, 2008.   
 
SCHEDULE OF RACE 
The race committee will announce the planned schedule of races and the warning time for the first race at the skipper’s meeting. Should 
wind, weather, or other conditions make it impossible to complete the planned number of races, the series results will be based on the 
actual number of races completed. 
 
START AND FINISH 
The race will be started using RRS rule 26, System 2 with classes starting in five-minute intervals. All classes start between the RC flag 
on the Committee Boat and the buoy marking the opposite end of the starting line.  
 
POSTPONEMENT 
The race committee may postpone any races not started per RRS rule 27.3 
 
RESTRICTED AREA 
All boats must keep clear of the triangular area defined by the buoy at the starting line, the Committee boat and the first mark until after 
their preparatory signal is made. 
 
COURSE 
The race will be sailed in the Detroit River near Sugar Island, East of Grosse Ile Yacht Club. The courses may consist of windward – 
leeward and/or modified Olympic Triangles set the day of the race and may be adjusted for changes in wind direction. 
 
SHORTENED COURSE 
After the start of any class, the Race Committee may, at its discretion, shorten the course for said class by displaying a code flag ‘S’. 
Boats shall finish between the Race Committee Boat displaying the code flag ‘S’ and the nearest mark of the course. 
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MARK MISSING 
In case a mark is completely missing, yachts must round the Stake Boat stationed in the approximate area of the missing mark and 
displaying a code flag ‘M’ (blue with a diagonal white cross). 
 
PROTESTS 
Protests must be filed in writing on an official protest form and submitted to the Race Committee within one hour of the return of the 
Race Committee Boat to FYC or of the return of your boat to the dock, whichever occurs last. Protesting yachts will notify the Race 
Committee boat upon finishing of their intent to protest including sail number, or other identification of the boat being protested. 
 
SCORING 
The low point scoring system, rule A4.1 will apply. Unless otherwise decided at the Skipper’s Meeting, Portsmouth ratings will be used. 
 
TIME LIMIT 
Any finishes more than 15 minutes after the first boat in the class will not necessarily be taken. 
 
RADIO COMMUNICATION 
The race committee will monitor VHF channel 71. Any boat that withdraws from the race shall notify the Race Committee Boat or 
nearest chase boat by the best available means.  
 
AFTERGLOW 
There will be a hot dog lunch on the porch at Grosse Ile Yacht Club after the races. FYC will provide a hot dog and beverage for each 
participating boat / crew. 
 
AWARDS 
Preliminary announcement of place winners will be based on the number of entrants in each class at the afterglow. Awards will be 
presented at the Ford Yacht Club Awards Night on November 8, 2008.
